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A complete overview of Pennsylvania Voters in the
2020 US Presidential Elections

The 2020 US Presidential Election results in Pennsylvania indicate that both candidates

received the highest number of votes in the history of State. Both party candidates

gained votes in every county in the state compared to US 2016 Presidential election.

Voters who supported the Democratic candidate, Joe Biden, preferred to mail their

ballots, while voters who supported Republican candidate, Donald Trump, preferred to

vote in person.

Figure 1 above shows the number of votes and the percent of mail votes by county in

Pennsylvania. The results demonstrate that the Democratic candidate voters preferred

to mail their ballots, while 8 of 10 the Republican voters preferred to cast their ballots in

person. Over 40 percent of voter in eleven counties, including the five largest, in the

state preferred to mail their ballots.

This report highlights voter turnout, results, comparison with 2016 US Presidential

elections, and the methods used by Pennsylvania voters via mail or in-person

Voter Turnout
80.42% of registered voters in Pennsylvania participated in the 2020 US Presidential

Election, according to official data from Pennsylvania Department of State. Table 1

below shows the total number of registered voters for the major parties and total votes

for November 3, 2020 elections.

Presidential Results Pennsylvania Statewide
Democratic candidate wins the State of Pennsylvania with 50.01% of the votes. Both

candidates gained votes at historical levels compared to 2016 presidential election, the

incumbent candidate gained 406,941 votes in the state but enough to overcome the

Democratic candidate which gained 531,788 from the party’s candidate, Hillary Clinton,

in the 2016 US Presidential elections.

Both major party candidates gained votes in all counties. The county of Erie in northwest

Pennsylvania and Northampton in the east switched from having supported the

Republican candidate in 2016 to supporting the Democratic candidate in 2020. Figure 2

below highlights the counties in the state, of the 67 counties, the Republican candidate

won 54, while the democratic candidate won 13. The 13 counties that that the

Democratic candidate won make 55% of the total population in the state and 57 percent

of the total votes cast in the 2020 US Presidential election.

The top four counties where the Democratic candidate gained most votes compared to

Hillary Clinton in 2016 Presidential elections were:

Montgomery – 63k votes gained

Allegheny – 61k votes gained

Chester – 40k votes gained

Bucks – 37k votes gained

The top four counties where the Republican candidate, Donald Trump, gained most

votes compared to his election in 2016 were:

Philadelphia – 24k votes gained

Bucks – 23k votes gained

Allegheny – 23k votes gained

Montgomery – 23 votes gained

Pennsylvania Voter Method
61 percent of Pennsylvania voters voted in person in the 2020 Presidential election and

38 percent mailed their ballots. Table 3 below shows the number of votes each party

candidate received in-person, by mail, and provisional ballots.

*For Jefferson county the Pennsylvania Department of Data shows 63 more total votes than the county reports: 32 more votes for the

republican candidate, 29 more votes for the democratic candidates and 2 votes more for the other candidate

Data shows that majority of voters who supported the Democratic candidate preferred

to mail their ballots, while most republicans cast their ballots in-person on election day.

Figure 3 below shows that 57.71 percent of the total votes for the Democratic candidate,

Joe Biden, were mailed in ballots. 80.86 percent of voters who supported the

Republican candidate, Donald Trump, voted in person. Figure 3 below shows the vote

distribution for each party candidate, percent of in person votes, percent of votes by

mail, and percent of provisional votes. Provisional votes make 1.54 percent for the

Democratic candidate and 1.51 percent for the Republican candidate.

In-Person Voting Results

The Republican candidate, Donald Trump, takes 65 percent of the total votes cast in-

person in The State of Pennsylvania on Election Day, while the Democratic candidate,

Joe Biden receives 38 percent of the in-person vote totals. Figure 4 below shows the

number and the percentage of votes that were cast in person for each candidate in the

November 3, 2020 US Presidential election.

Mail Vote Results

The Democratic candidate received 76% of the total votes that were mailed by the

Pennsylvania voters, while the incumbent Republican candidate received 23% of the

mail-in votes. Figure 5 below shows the number and the percentage of votes that were
